We are having a special service of songs, 
prayers, readings and meditaCons “Voices from the Book of Acts”. These are the Bible readings we 
will be using.

1st Reading
Acts 2.1-4  The Coming of the Holy Spirit
When the day of Pentecost had come, they were all together in one place.And suddenly from heaven 
there came a sound like the rush of a violent wind, and it filled the enCre house where they were 
siQng. Divided tongues, as of fire, appeared among them, and a tongue rested on each of them. All 
of them were filled with the Holy Spirit and began to speak in other languages, as the Spirit gave 
them ability.

2nd Reading
Acts 4.32-37  The Believers Share Their Possessions
Now the whole group of those who believed were of one heart and soul, and no one claimed private 
ownership of any possessions, but everything they owned was held in common. With great power 
the apostles gave their tesCmony to the resurrecCon of the Lord Jesus, and great grace was upon 
them all. There was not a needy person among them, for as many as owned lands or houses sold 
them and brought the proceeds of what was sold. They laid it at the apostles’ feet, and it was 
distributed to each as any had need. There was a Levite, a naCve of Cyprus, Joseph, to whom the 
apostles gave the name Barnabas (which means ‘son of encouragement’). He sold a field that 
belonged to him, then brought the money, and laid it at the apostles’ feet.

3rd Reading
Acts 8.26-35   Philip and the Ethiopian Eunuch
Then an angel of the Lord said to Philip, ‘Get up and go towards the south to the road that goes 
down from Jerusalem to Gaza.’ (This is a wilderness road.) So he got up and went. Now there was an 
Ethiopian eunuch, a court official of the Candace, queen of the Ethiopians, in charge of her enCre 
treasury. He had come to Jerusalem to worship and was returning home; seated in his chariot, he 
was reading the prophet Isaiah. Then the Spirit said to Philip, ‘Go over to this chariot and join it.’ So 
Philip ran up to it and heard him reading the prophet Isaiah. He asked, ‘Do you understand what you 
are reading?’ He replied, ‘How can I, unless someone guides me?’ And he invited Philip to get in and 
sit beside him. Now the passage of the scripture that he was reading was this:
‘Like a sheep he was led to the slaughter,
   and like a lamb silent before its shearer,
     so he does not open his mouth. 
In his humiliaCon jusCce was denied him.
   Who can describe his generaCon?
     For his life is taken away from the earth.’ 
The eunuch asked Philip, ‘About whom, may I ask you, does the prophet say this, about himself or 
about someone else?’ Then Philip began to speak, and starCng with this scripture, he proclaimed to 
him the good news about Jesus..
